Ministry Seed Grant Program

Statement of Purpose

The goal of the EWS Ministry Seed Grant Program is to support initiatives by Dartmouth campus ministries. These initiatives will support the goals and current programming of the organization, and promote Christian perspectives. This program will encourage innovation and collaboration among campus ministries, and support their efforts to engage members of the Dartmouth community.

Supported projects will: 

1) arise through careful consideration of the organization’s presence on campus and goals in serving the Dartmouth community

2) generate interest and engagement from the Dartmouth community, and students in particular

3) involve innovative approaches to campus ministry

4) have a clear and reasonable plan for execution and evaluation

5) support the presence and activities of the ministry on campus

6) be developed by members of one or more College-recognized religious organizations

Initiatives should be at a developmental stage but will indicate a potential benefit relative to the interests of the organization(s) requesting funds.  Preference will be given to projects that involve innovation and/or collaboration between ministries.

Areas of Interest

The EWS Seed Grant Program will support initiatives that promote Christian ministry on the Dartmouth campus, including programs related to:

· Service



· Inter-faith discussion

· Apologetics

· Culture

· Personal experience

· Mentorship and discipleship

· Theological development

· Other areas of interest

Process

The Ministry Seed Grant Program will be managed by the board of the Eleazar Wheelock Society, and will award one or more grants, totaling in the aggregate up to $10,000. Campus ministries at Dartmouth are eligible to apply for support. The program will operate for one year, and may be renewed after the current program year.

EWS will be responsible for reviewing all project proposals, and will make all decisions about project approval and prioritization.

Preliminary proposals, as described below, are solicited as of November 1, 2010, the date of release of this RFP.  Consideration of proposals will begin by December 15, 2010 and grants will be awarded on a rolling basis until the program has been fulfilled.

There will be a two-stage application process: a preliminary application, and an invited formal application which will include a detailed work plan, timeline, and budget.

Applicants may request funding for direct costs of the initiative.  Funds awarded should support the approved new initiative, and not be used for organizational overhead. An accounting and documentation of expenditures will be required. Any unused funds must be returned to EWS at the completion of the project.  If these requirements are in conflict with your organization’s policy, please contact us for more information.

Preliminary applications will be reviewed and answered within 30 days of submission.  A formal application will be invited if applicable.

Invited Formal Application

Upon invitation, applicants may submit a full application.  The full application will include:

1) A completed cover sheet.

2) An abstract of 350 words or less, describing the proposed initiative

3) A statement of purpose addressing intended audience and goals

4) A detailed timeline and workplan with specific milestones

5) A budget with justification.  Funding may be requested for costs directly related to the proposed initiative that are not covered by institutional overhead.

Formal applications will be reviewed and receive an initial response within 30 days of submission.  The EWS board may engage the applicant in further discussion toward amendment of the proposal prior to final approval and funding.

The EWS board will review incoming proposals for fit with the goals of the Ministry Seed Grant Program.  Selection by the board will be based on innovation, relevance to the goals of the campus ministry, and potential for engaging the community with Christian perspectives. Applicants should take this into consideration in crafting submissions.

Funded ministries will be required to submit a final report within 30 days of the program’s completion, including a clear summary of results, evaluation of the initial goals of the work, and commentary on any planned future development. Funded organizations will also be required to provide an acknowledgement of the Society’s support of the initiative.
